STUDENT CHECKLIST
OF GENERAL PROGRAM REQUIREMENTS
PH.D. IN EDUCATION PROGRAM

Student Program Planning/Advising Form Completed by the student and advisor no later than the
semester in which the 9th credit hour is completed.

Qualifying Examination. Students must take a qualifying exam after completion of fifteen to
eighteen credits, including four courses in research and educational foundations (EDUS 702, 703, 710
and STAT 608) and at least one concentration course (determined by advisor).

Continuing Doctoral Status (CDS) Awarded by the Director of the Doctoral Studies program.
Students must pass the Qualifying exam, complete any remedial plan, and file their Final Program of
Study form.

Final Program Plan of Study Form Completed by the student and advisor, before CDS has been
awarded and before the completion of the 18th credit hour.

Request for Change in Final Program Plan of Study Form Completed by the student and advisor
if there are any changes in the Final Program Plan of Study prior to student enrolling in alternate
course(s).

Co-curricular Activity Form . Completed by the student and advisor to outline the specifics of co-
curricular activities determined to assist student in gaining professional experiences important for long-
term career goals in research, teaching, leadership, and/or service to the field. Submit to the Director
of Doctoral Studies. .

Externship Application. Completed by the student, advisor, and on-site supervisor in the semester
prior to the Externship experience.

Comprehensive Examination In consultation with the advisor, the student follows concentration-
specific steps for registration, preparation, and administration of the comprehensive exam.

Dissertation Committee Membership RequestIn consultation with the student, the advisor submits
a dissertation committee membership form to the Director of Doctoral Studies requesting committee
membership no later than the end of the semester in which EDUS 890: Dissertation Seminar is
completed.

Prospectus Review. In consultation with dissertation chair, student submits an email to schedule the
prospectus review. The email must include the requested date, time, and title of dissertation.

Admission to MasterOs or Doctoral Degree Candidacgompleted by Dissertation Committee and

Student after successfully defending the dissertation prospectus.

Dissertation Defense In consultation with dissertation chair, student submits a letter or email with
requested date, time, and title of dissertation and a copy of the completed dissertation to the Director of
Doctoral Studies at least 2 weeks (10 working days) prior to the requested date.

Binding of Dissertation. Student submits final dissertation for binding to Cabell Library within 2
weeks (10 working days) of dissertation defense date. See the graduate bulletin for specifics at:

. PROGRAM OVERVIEW

The primary purpose of the Ph.D. program in Education at Virginia Commonwealth University is
to prepare individuals as scholars of practice in a variety of educational arenas, including school
administration, curriculum and instruction, special education and disabilities, private and public
organizations and agencies, and research and evaluation. The program provides opportunities to
build on one’s life experiences and interests through the advanced study of important ideas and
practices and through the conduct and application of research.

The Ph.D. program in Education at Virginia Commonwealth University offers specializations in
five different concentrations:

Educational Leadership,

Instructional Leadership,

Research and Evalation,

Special Education and Disability Policy, and

Urban Services Leadership (either Adult Learning or Community Health
Promotion).

Another concentration, Educational Psychology will begin accepting students into that
concentration beginning with the Fall, 2009 semester. Graduates of the program have gone on to
become university and community college professors, directors of educational initiatives in the
state and federal government, school principals, directors of research and evaluation programs,
private consultants, health care professionals, and directors of social service agencies and faith
based organizations.

The curriculum of the program includes five components (and the minimum credits required in

each):
¥ Foundations(6 credits),
¥ Research(12 credits),
¥ Concentration (18 credits),
¥ Externship (3 credits), and
¥ Dissertation (9 credits).

In addition, students complete co-curricular activities which provide an opportunity for students
to work with faculty in research, teaching, policy, and/or service activities. A minimum of three
activities will be required of all doctoral students, determined in consultation with his/her advisor.
(See table 1). Specific information about the specific requirements by track can be found by
contacting the track coordinator or in the section of the handbook on program requirements for
current students.

The Ph.D. program in Education provides a knowledge base as well as research skills that allow
students to incorporate their background and experiences into new learning. Entering students
have a mean age of 38.2 years and almost all have achieved a recognized degree of success in their
chosen career. The program provides opportunities to build on life experiences through course
work, co-curricular activities with faculty mentors, an externship, and a dissertation. Students
learn from and interact with faculty and other experienced professionals in the School of Education



and in other departments across the University, as together they confront shared problems and
experiences.

In the end, the program seeks to develop scholars who through systematic, informed deliberation
with their colleagues and the broader community are able to grow professionally, prepared to
conduct research, propose solutions and make decisions on real problems in areas related to their
career.

Since its beginning in the early 1980s, over 275 graduates have gone on to careers in university
teaching and research, public school teaching and administration, government agencies, private
business and consulting. These individuals are highly respected leaders in their fields of study and
have often recommended other individuals to this program to follow in their footsteps.

Il. PROGRAM CONCENTRATION/TRACKS

The Ph.D. in Education Program is an umbrella program that provides opportunities to study the
field of education broadly through core courses and experiences as well as more focused through
study in one of the five concentrations or tracks (Educational Leadership, Instructional
Leadership, Research and Evaluation, Special Education and Disability Policy, and Urban
Services Leadership (either Adult Learning or Community Health Promotions). [t is anticipated
that a new concentration, Educational Psychology, will begin accepting students for Fall, 2010.
Descriptions of these concentrations follow. Students are encouraged to learn more information
about the track by contacting the Program coordinators directly. Table 2 provides information
about the Track Coordinators and their contact information.

a) Educational Leadership Track. Designed primarily for line administrative
personnel in urban school units, emphasis is placed on providing leadership training for
superintendents, building principals, and assistant principals. This concentration
requires students to take courses in such areas as school business administration,
development and analysis of educational policy, advanced educational law, and
supervision of instruction.

b) Instructional Leadership Track. Designed primarily for staff administrative
personnel in urban school units, emphasis is placed on providing leadership training for
curriculum specialty coordinators and elementary, secondary, and post-secondary school
department heads and supervisors. This concentration requires students to take courses in
areas such as educational staff development, instructional theories and strategies, and
instructional models.

c) Research and Evaluation Track Designed primarily for individuals with
responsibility for conducting research and evaluation projects in and for agencies and
educational organizations. Emphasis is placed on developing proficiency in both
quantitative and qualitative methods of inquiry, providing students with a breadth of
methods to study varied educational and social research questions. Students may select a
concentration in either research or evaluation.

d) Special Education and Disability Policy Leadership Track Designed primarily for
individuals in leadership positions in the field of special education, emphasis is on
developing in-depth knowledge about topics as they pertain to personnel development,
research, issues and topics in special education.

e) Urban Services Leadership Track. Designed primarily for persons employed in
leadership positions in the urban community requiring less traditionally delineated
academic preparation, emphasis in this track is placed on providing leadership training
for administrators of community agencies and community organizations. There are two
different sub-tracks under this track: Adult Learning and Community Health Promotion.
The Ph.D. in Education will no longer accept students into the Urban Services track who
are planning to design an individualized program of study.

f) Educational Psychology. Designed for research-oriented doctoral students who want
to study the success of students in educational environments. Doctoral students will
integrate theory and research in the areas of developmental psychology, cognition, social



psychology and motivation, assessment, exceptional learners, and diversity to better
study learning in schools or school-like settings. Graduates are well prepared to teach in
educational psychology and related programs at the university level; as well as take
leadership positions in state and local research and policy environments.

ADMISSIONS

To be considered for admission to the Ph.D. in Education program, applicants must have earned
a master's degree in an appropriate profession or discipline related to one of the five specific
curriculum tracks in the program: Educational Leadership, Instructional Leadership,
Research and Evaluation, Special Education and Disability Leadership, and Urban
Services Leadership Students may be accepted into the Educational Psychology
concentration after completing their bachelor’s degree. Because the revised Ph.D. in Education
program is designed to implement a mentorship model, preference is given to applicants who
wish to study topics that are related to the expertise of the faculty of VCU’s School of Education
and/or the University as a whole. Applicants are urged to consider the link between their goals
for doctoral education and the descriptions of the different tracks in the program and to
articulate those links as they prepare their application materials. In addition, you can also
review the list of faculty of the School of Education and their research areas of interest/expertise.

Admission to the program is open to all otherwise qualified persons without regard to age, race,
sex, religion, physical handicap, or national origin, and admission requirements are in full
compliance with all applicable federal and state statutes, orders, and regulations. Admission is
competitive, and preference is given to qualified applicants who demonstrate serious purpose,
scholastic excellence, superior preparation, and goals for doctoral education that are matched
with the program and/or concentration faculty expertise Students admitted into the program



will be expected to develop the advanced understandings and skills of content, methods of
inquiry, research, and effective writing expected of doctoral level scholarship. In addition,
program students are responsible for the integration and synthesis of diverse and multi-
disciplinary theories and approaches for meaningful application to their current or future area of
professional leadership.

A. Application Process

Admission decisions are made using a two tier process. All requirements for admission into
VCU’s Graduate School will be met (see
http://www.pubapps.vcu.edu/bulletins/graduate/?uid=10045&i1id=30033 for more information on
these guidelines). For admission to the Ph.D. in Education program, the admission process
includes: 1) Submission of an application packet, 2) Initial application review of applications by
the Director of Doctoral Studies, and 3) review by Track Coordinator which may include
additional interviews or steps (as determined by the Track Coordinators). Applicants seeking
admission into the program are responsible for initiating the application process by submitting all
parts of the application packet. Completed applications will be reviewed twice each year for
admission to the program in either Summer or Fall semesters. Applications received by
November 15th will be reviewed in the fall and those applications will receive priority for
available graduate assistantships and enrollment into the program. In addition, applications
received by February 15 will be reviewed for admission to the program on a space available
basis. Applicants interested in pursuing fultime studies and a graduate assistantship are
strongly urged to submit complete applications by the Novembél déadline.

B. Admission Packet

An applicant for admission into this program must complete an application packet consisting of
two indicators of ability to perform doctoral level work. These are academic criteria and external
criteria. To be considered for admission, the applicant must submit:

1. Academic Criteria.

a) A completed VCU Application for Graduate Study. (available at:
http://www.vcu.edu/graduate/ps/apply options.html)

b) A Personal Statement: a two to three page personal statement should accompany your
application for graduate study. This statement should describe your goals for doctoral
study including your research interests and how these interests emerged. Applicants are
encouraged to be as specific as possible about their long-term goals and how a doctoral
education will prepare them to meet these goals. While research interests and
professional goals may change, this information will help faculty determine whether an
applicant’s interests are a match with the expertise of faculty in the School of Education
and/or the University at large.

c) Two official and up-to-date copies of all transcripts of the applicant's undergraduate
and graduate studies. These must indicate that the applicant has earned a master's degree
from an accredited college or university (except for those seeking admission to the
Educational Psychology track).



d) Current official scores for the Aptitude Section of the Graduate Record Examination
(less than five years old). Advanced test scores are not required but may be submitted.

2. External Criteria.

a) A professional vita or resume indicating an applicant's educational and career
experience, as well as evidence of leadership potential. This experience may come from
areas such as professional, civic, religious, fraternal, or advocacy organizations. The
applicant must present evidence of sustained experience in planning, leading,
administering, or evaluating programs and personnel in varied positions that are directly
related to a Program track. The evidence should include, but not necessarily be limited
to, dates of positions, job responsibilities, supervisor's evaluations, publications, and
important knowledge that came from the position. Other appropriate evidence may
include letters of recognition, awards, and professional memberships.

b) Completed forms from three references (available at:
http://www.vcu.edu/graduate/ps/apply options.html). The applicant must submit names,
addresses, and telephone numbers of three persons qualified and willing to rate the
applicant's intellectual and leadership ability, particularly his/her ability to successfully
complete doctoral level work including research. 1f the applicant has attended a college
or university within the last three years, at least one of the references should be academic.
Each of these persons completes a form rating the applicant in a number of personal and
academic areas and forwards the form to the School of Graduate Studies. Submission of
these names constitutes permission to contact these persons by telephone anytime during
the admission decision process.

3. Track Specific External Criteria.

a) In-Person interviews and on-site writing sessions will be required for applicants
applying to the Educational Leadership, Instructional Leadership, and Urban
Services/Adult Learning and Health Promotions Leadershipracks.

b) Applicants applying to the Resarch and Evaluation Leadershipand Special
Education/Disability Policy tracks will be required to participate in an in-person
interview session.

C) Other supplemental information may be requested to assist faculty with the
application decision process.

Applicants are encouraged to submit these materials directly to the Office of Doctoral Studies to
assure that application materials are processed. We will forward appropriate materials to the
Graduate School Admission Office.

Incomplete application packetsmay not be reviewed.
C. Admission Process
The admission process is highly individualized, and is designed to select the applicants who may
best benefit from doctoral study in this interdisciplinary program. Every effort is made to meet

the educational and career needs and goals of the prospective student within the structure of the
program. See the admission checklist to be sure you have a complete packet submitted to the



Office of Doctoral Studies. You can submit information to our office, to the attention of Leslie
Winston, Coordinator of Doctoral Student Services.

1. The first tier review process by the Director of Doctoral Studies is based on the
following:

¥ Grade Point Average in a Master's Degree Program

¥ GRE combined scores on Verbal and Quantitative tests (a minimum
combined score of 1000 is required with at least 50 percentile in the
Verbal component of the GRE test). If the MAT is submitted, scores must
be in the 50" percentile.

¥ Personal Statement (see item b under Academic Criteria)

¥ References (three, from people able to speak about your ability to succeed
in doctoral-level studies)

¥ Vitae or Resume

2. The second tier review will be completed by the Track Coordinator and/or track
faculty. This review is based upon a completed application that includes all application
materials for both tier reviews. In addition, other materials may be requested of the
applicant to help the track faculty in making a match between student strengths,
career/learning goals, the experience of faculty and the purpose of the program
components.

3. An offer of acceptance into the Ph.D. in Education program is made after completion
of both stages or tiers of the process. The track coordinator makes a recommendation to
the Director of Doctoral Studies regarding admission (either admit or reject), and
regarding the assignment of an advisor for accepted students. A letter offering
acceptance into the program is then sent from the Office of Doctoral Studies to the
applicant to notify him or her of the decision, the advisor assignment, and the need to
complete any pre-requisite courses. Simultaneously, the Dean of the Graduate School is
notified of this offer and a separate letter is sent to the applicant. Applicants are given
two weeks to provide a written acceptance of the offer of admission, which can be
completed by sending an email to the Graduate School (respondgrad@vcu.edu) and
copying the Office of Doctoral Studies (soedocstudy@vcu.edu). The applicant’s official
notification must be on file in the Graduate School before students can enroll in courses
that require doctoral student status.

D. Delayed Admission

Anyone admitted for a particular semester may request in writing a delay up to one calendar year
for entrance into the program. The written request for delayed admission must be transmitted to
the Director of Doctoral Studies and must state the reasons for the request and the date that the
individual plans to begin the program. An individual requiring a delay beyond one year is
required to reapply for admission.

F. Financial Aid

While the VCU Financial Aid Office, http://www.vcu.edu/enroll/finaid/, is the primary source of
information for student support, the Graduate School and the School of Education often have
additional funding opportunities available. The Graduate School regularly posts information
about externally funded grants, scholarships and fellowship programs, as well as announcements
of upcoming deadlines at the following site:
http://www.graduate.vcu.edu/community/board.html. The School of Education has a limited
number of fellowships, assistantships and scholarships for students pursuing full-time study. A
complete list of all SOE funding opportunities can be found on the web at
http://www.soe.vcu.edu/students/scholarships.htm. Here you will find pertinent criteria,
deadlines and application forms. If you have questions, please contact the Office of Doctoral
Studies at 804 827-2657 or soedocstudy@vcu.edu.

It is important to remember that students who wish to be considered for a graduate assistantship
will need to be enrolled in Full-time study, should not be engaged in other employment, and are
encouraged to submit all application materials by the November 15™ deadline for full
consideration. While graduate assistantship opportunities may occur at other times, a student’s
best chance for an assistantship come when full applications are submitted to the Office of
Doctoral Studies by November 15™.

G. Leave of Absence

An admitted student may apply for a leave of absence anytime after having been enrolled for
program course work. The request is made in writing to the Director of the Doctoral Studies
program and may be for a maximum period of one year, although a one- or two- semester request
is also appropriate. If the leave of absence is granted, the original eight-year time limit for



completing the degree requirements, including successfully defending the dissertation remains in
effect.

H. Readmission Policy

Once a student has left the program, either voluntarily or because of failure to meet one or more
program requirements, he/she may seek readmission. Readmission must be sought through the
regular admission process adhering to deadline dates. The process is as follows:

1.

The applicant submits a complete admission packet. This includes recent references, current
(less than five-years-old) test scores, and personal statement.

The applicant submits a written statement indicating that the application is for readmission.
This statement must include a rationale for consideration of readmission, and a summary of
relevant factors that have changed the applicant's situation and increased the expectation of
success for the applicant.

The applicant completes the entire admission review process. This includes all steps of the
two-tier process.

The Director of Doctoral Studies and Track Coordinator and/or track faculty must be
informed that the applicant is seeking readmission, and will review the applicant packet only
if it meets all the above conditions.

If readmitted, the applicant will be expected to meet all other program requirements, including
continuous enrollment, grades, program requirements, and the eight-year time limit for
completion of the program.



INFORMATION FOR CURRENT STUDENTS

CONGRATULATIONS! You have been accepted for admission into a rigorous doctoral
program, designed to prepare you to be a steward of your chosen discipline. What does this
mean? It means that throughout your program, you will learn to examine the field and its
research critically, learn to conduct research to advance the field, and learn to communicate
scholarly through writing, oral presentations, and/or other forms of academic discourse. You
will learn this through a variety of courses in educational foundations, research and evaluation,
as well as your chosen discipline as well as through the completion of co-curricular activities
designed to enhance your professional preparation.

The following information is designed for current students in the revised Ph.D. in Education
program (the 48 credit program). Information for prospective students as well as for students at
dissertation stage are found in other sections of this manual. It includes information on the
following:

¥ Courses and Credits

¥ Curriculum

¥ Student Assessment

¥ Program Administration



A. Courses and Credits A minimum of 48 credits will be required to earn the Ph.D. in
Education from the School of Education at Virginia Commonwealth University. These courses
include program requirements as well as concentration requirements and electives chosen within
the School of Education or throughout the university. In addition to the 48 credit hours, students
are required to work with one or more faculty mentors to increase their skills in completing tasks
related to their long range career goals and scholarly interests (co-curricular activities). See the
Overview of Ph.D. Program for a general outline of program requirements and track-specific
requirements.

1. Prerequisite Courses Transcripts from graduate and undergraduate coursework will
be evaluated to determine whether students have completed general research methods and
statistics classes (for all concentrations). At VCU, these courses include EDUS 660
(Research methods in Education) and STAT 508 (Statistics for the Social Sciences).
These prerequisites must be completed prior to the first semester of enrollment in the
program. Students will be notified of the need for taking these prerequisites in their
acceptance letter from the Office of Doctoral Studies.

2. Program Time Limits. The time limit for completing all degree requirements,
including the successful defense of the dissertation, is eight years (as noted in the
Graduate Bulletin at
http://www.pubapps.vcu.edu/bulletins/graduate/?uid=10045&1id=30653). The eight-year
time frame begins with the first semester in which the student enrolls for course work
after being admitted into the program. The eight years allowed for the completion of the
degree includes any leave of absence time granted a student. A student who is granted a
delay of admission after acceptance into the program has eight years to complete the
program. Students will be notified by the Office of Doctoral Studies when they have one
year remaining in their time frame.

3. Transfer Credits. All transfer credits to be applied to the Ph.D. program must have
been completed no more than eight years prior to completion of all requirements for
awarding the Ph.D. It is important to note that nine credits of coursework is the limit for
transfer into the program, which includes any courses taken while admitted to the
program on a provisional basis. See the graduate school policy for more guidelines about
the steps for transferring credits into your program of study
(http://www.pubapps.vcu.edu/bulletins/graduate/?uid=10045&1id=30078).

4. Continual Enrollment. Students admitted into the program must complete no fewer
than 12 credit hours per each 12-month period, commencing with the first semester in
which the student enrolls for course work, following admission into the program.
Continual enrollment after advancement to candidacy requires enrollment in 3 credits of
dissertation research per semester during the fall and spring semesters. This is until the
student reaches the 9 credit minimum for dissertation credits. It is important to note that
if a student plans to defend his/her dissertation, graduate, or otherwise access university
resources, the student should plan to enroll in EDUS 899 during that semester (including
summer). After the 9 credit minimum, students can enroll in 1 credit hour of EDUS 899
per semester. Students are expected to enroll themselves in the appropriate number of
credits after consultation with their advisor/dissertation chair. Continual enrollment is
both a School of Education and Graduate School policy. See the graduate school policy
for additional clarification
(http://www.pubapps.vcu.edu/bulletins/graduate/?uid=10045&1id=30064).



6. Independent Study .No more than six credit hours of independent study can be
applied towards the minimum 48 credits required for the doctoral program. However,
students may find they may need to take additional independent study courses above the
six credit limit in consultation with their advisor. Students and their advisors must fill out
an Independent Study Agreement formno later than the first week of the semester in
which they are enrolled.

7. Other Program Coursework Requirements. All program coursework (excluding
the Dissertation) must total a minimum of 39 credit hours Of those credits, no more
than 12 credit hours can be at the 500 level. Lastly, a minimum of 3 credits must be
taken outside of the School of Education (this can be a course that meets other program
requirements such as the Research Elective or a Concentration class) or it may be a
requirement over and above the 48 credit minimum.

8. Program Coursework Requirements for the Urban Services Leadership Tracks.
The Urban Services Leadership Track permits a student to take as many as 27 credit
hours outside the School of Education, but these credits must be approved as part of the
final program of study. Coursework in the Urban Services Leadership track are identified
in consultation with the student’s advisor.

9. EDUS 890: Dissertation Seminais designed to help students develop a dissertation
research concept into the components of a dissertation prospectus. Most students who
have not had the opportunity to work on a complete research study under the direction of
a faculty mentor should plan to take this course. Students who take EDUS 890 must pass
this seminar with a grade of "C" or better prior to enrolling in EDUS 899:Dissertation
Research In addition, students must submit and pass a Concept Paper review prior to
the semester they take EDUS 890. See Concept Paper Overview for more information.
Students who wish to opt out of taking EDUS 890 must have permission from their
dissertation chair and submit a Change of Programform, a Dissertation Committee
form, and a one-page abstract For additional clarification about this component of the
dissertation, see the Dissertation section of this manual.

10. Prospectus Review Hearingis scheduled after satisfactory completion of EDUS
890: Dissertation Seminar(or the optional paperwork described above), all required
coursework, and the comprehensive exam.

11. Advancement to Candidacy Students who have completed all coursework
required for their degree, including EDUS 890, and who have passed their comprehensive
exams, must submit an application for advancement to candidacy. Please see the
Graduate Bulletin for further explanation of this requirement of the VCU Graduate
School (http://www.pubapps.vcu.edu/bulletins/graduate/?uid=10045&i1id=30652). The
Advancement to Candidacy Formwill be processed as part of the dissertation
prospectus meeting, and will be signed by all members of the student’s dissertation
committee. It will be returned to the Office of Doctoral Studies with signatures by the
student’s dissertation chair.

12. Appealsrelated to student status in the Ph.D. in Education program are heard by an
appeals committee consisting of one student member and three other members of the
Advisory Board. See the Ph.D. in Education Appeals Processs well as the Graduate



School policy
(http://lwww.pubapps.vcu.edu/bulletins/graduate/?uid=10045&iid=30618 on appeals
for information about the specific process and timelines for completion.

B. Assignment To Program Track
1. Students are admitted into the program and into a track consistent with their career goals.

2. Students are assigned advisors by the appropriate Track Coordinator at the time they are
admitted into the program. These assignments are based on a number of factors such as the
student's previous academic work, faculty member's interest and expertise in the student's
proposed area of study, and on occasion, the request of a student for a particular faculty advisor.
Faculty also may request to serve as an advisor to a given student. In both instances these
requests are honored whenever possible. In all cases, the formal assignment is made by the
Director of Doctoral Studies. Students then meet with their advisors for initial planning of their
program of study and to explore the student's areas of interest.

The student may retain this advisor throughout his or her tenure in the program or may change
advisors through mutual agreement and consent of his or her current advisor, the requested
advisor, and the Director of Doctoral Studies. The advisor may also become the chair of the
student's dissertation research committee or the student and the advisor may upon mutual
agreement opt to invite another faculty member to be the chair. Additionally, the Director of the
Ph.D. in Education program and the Coordinator of Doctoral Student Services are readily
available to answer questions the student may have about any aspect of the program.

3. The advisor meets periodically with the advisee; provides appropriate advice, support and
counseling; monitors advisee's progress in the program; identifies and evaluates appropriate co-
curricular experience; and assists the student in completing required paperwork.

4. In the event that a student should want to transfer from one track to another, the student
makes the request in writing to the Track Coordinator of the track from which the student wishes
to transfer, as well as to the Track Coordinator of the track to which the student wishes to
transfer and the Director of Doctoral Studies. Students will need to complete the second tier of
the admission process to that concentration. That is, if the new track requires an interview or
writing sample, students will need to complete that part of the process.

The track coordinator then makes a recommendation to the Director of Doctoral Students about
whether the student could be accepted into the new track. If so, the track coordinator of the
student’s current track is contacted to determine if he or she agrees that this move is in the
student’s best interests. If all agree, the student is notified and the transfer is completed. If it is
decided that the request is not in the best interests of the student and/or the program, the student
is notified by the Director of the Ph.D. in Education program that the request is denied and no
further action is taken. It should be noted, however, that a change in tracks may necessitate the
student taking additional course work.

When a student is considering a request for a change in concentration, it is recommended that he
or she talk with track coordinators who can provide more details about the expertise of faculty
and the courses that are part of the concentration.

C. Program Planning

1. A student’s Preliminary Program of Study is developed and filed in the office of doctoral
studies during the first semester or no later than the semester in which nine credits are earned.
That preliminary program of study is for initial planning purposes only and is expected to
change. However, this assures that students meet with their advisors and take the most important
courses required for the qualifying exam. In addition, it assures that students and advisors have
time to explore co-curricular activity experiences and mentors.

2. The student's Final Program Plan of Studyis completed after the first year of coursework,
and during a meeting with the advisor that examines student performance on the qualifying
exam. This meeting is part of the review for Continuing Doctoral Status. A completed Final
Program Plan of Study Form signed by the student and the student's advisor, is forwarded to
the Director of Doctoral Studies for approval and signature. This program plan of study is used
as part of the final review of coursework and requirements at advancement to candidacy, so it is
imperative that this form be on file and that any changes to it are documented as explained
below.

2. Once the Final Program Plan of Studyis approved, further changes are not expected. If
revision is necessary, a Request for Program Changeform must be completed and approved by
the advisor and Director of Doctoral Studies.

D. Transfer Credits

The University policy concerning credits is found in the current edition of the University
Graduate Bulletin (http://www.pubapps.vcu.edu/bulletins/graduate/?uid=10045&i1id=30078).
Transfer credits refer to graduate courses taken after the awarding of a master's degree and prior
to admission to this program, whether taken at VCU or another accredited college or university.
The rules for transferring credit to this program are:

1. Graduate credit earned prior to the awarding of a master's degree is not transferable (does not
apply to the Educational Psychology concentration).

2. Credits earned toward another degree cannot be applied to this degree.

3. Students may apply up to nine credit hours that are applicable to another accredited graduate
program. These credits must be acceptable by the offering institution toward its own graduate
program. Students who have taken required Ph.D. in Education program courses at VCU prior to
being admitted to the program may also petition the Director of Doctoral Studies to have them



accepted as transfer credits.

4. A grade of "B" or above in each transfer course is required in order for it to be considered for
acceptance for transfer credit. In no case will a student be allowed to transfer more than nine
credit hours.

5. Approval is needed from both the student's advisor and the Director of Doctoral Studies.

a) Transfer credit requests may be made only after the student has been awarded
Continuing Doctoral Status (CDS).

b) To be valid for application for graduation from the program, transfer credits must
have been taken no more than eight years prior to completion of all requirements for
awarding the Ph.D.

c) Admitted students are required to request permission to study at other universities if
they want to have these courses considered for transfer. Such requests should include the
name of the school, course description, offering professor, and a statement of how the
proposed course relates to the concentration area. The request must be signed by the
student's advisor and submitted to the Director of Doctoral Studies. Admitted students
are required to submit official transcripts with grades posted and course descriptions of
transfer courses to their advisor for review and approval. This material will then be
submitted to the Director of Doctoral Studies for final approval.

IV. CURRICULUM
A. Organization of the Curriculum

The program curriculum is organized into five (5) components. A chart summarizing these
components and how each is included within the five tracks is presented in Appendix D. The
components are as follows:

1. Foundation Component (6 hours minimum)

This component emphasizes theoretical and social issues in urban institutional development and
changes which all leaders in urban service institutions must research and develop a culture of
inquiry to be better able to respond to within their leadership positions. The courses in this
component include the following:

a) EDUS 702: Foundations of Educational Research & Doctoral Scharkhip |1 is the
first course of a two-semester sequence and is designed to explore the limits and validity
of scholarly inquiry and research within a social and political context.

b) EDUS 703: Foundations of Educational Research & Doctoral Scholarship s
the second course of a two-semester sequence and is designed to examine in greater detail
the limits and validity of relationships between politics, policy and ethics and research in
an urban context.

2. Research Component (12 hours minimum)



This component emphasizes the prerequisite skills essential to designing, conducting, and
interpreting research. It also provides the research, statistical, and computer tools and resources
necessary to produce research beneficial to the urban leader. Students are required to
demonstrate competency in areas of research methodology and statistics appropriate to doctoral
level study, including EDUS 660 and STAT 508 or the equivalent, prior to enrolling for courses
in this component. EDUS 660 or STAT 508 may be used for one’s restrictive elective but not
for the research elective. The courses included in this component are the following:

a) STAT/SOCY 608: Statistics for Social Research
b) EDUS 710: Educational Research Design

c¢) EDUS 711: Qualitative Methods and Analysis

d) AdvancedResearch Elective

3. Concentration Component: Track Options (18 hours minimum)

This component is designed to allow the student to pursue a series of courses that provide a
specific focus and serve as the student's primary discipline. These courses are expected to
develop the in-depth knowledge and skills in an identifiable area that is congruent with the
student's current or projected career field. It is at this point in the program that the student
pursues study in one of the following tracks which includes courses related to the professional
roles and responsibilities typical of track enrollees. More specifically, these are:

a) Educational Leadership Track. Designed primarily for line administrative
personnel in urban school units, emphasis is placed on providing leadership training for
superintendents, building principals, and assistant principals. This concentration
requires students to take courses in such areas as school business administration,
development and analysis of educational policy, advanced educational law, and
supervision of instruction.

b) Instructional Leadership Track. Designed primarily for staff administrative
personnel in urban school units, emphasis is placed on providing leadership training for
curriculum specialty coordinators and elementary, secondary, and post-secondary school
department heads and supervisors. This concentration requires students to take courses in
areas such as educational staff development, instructional theories and strategies, and
instructional models.

c) Research and Evaluation Track Designed primarily for individuals with
responsibility for conducting research and evaluation projects in and for agencies and
educational organizations. Emphasis is placed on developing proficiency in both
quantitative and qualitative methods of inquiry, providing students with a breadth of
methods to study varied educational and social research questions. Students may select a
concentration in either research or evaluation.

d) Special Education and Disability Policy Leadership Track Designed primarily for
individuals in leadership positions in the field of special education, emphasis is on
developing in-depth knowledge about topics as they pertain to personnel development,
research, issues and topics in special education.

e) Urban Services Leadership Track. Designed primarily for persons employed in
leadership positions in the urban community requiring less traditionally delineated



academic preparation, emphasis in this track is placed on providing leadership training
for administrators of community agencies and community organizations. There are two
different sub-tracks under this track: Adult Learning and Community Health Promotion.
The Ph.D. in Education will no longer accept students into the Urban Services track who
are planning to design an individualized program of study.

f) Educational Psychology. Designed for research-oriented doctoral students who want
to study the success of students in educational environments. Doctoral students will
integrate theory and research in the areas of developmental psychology, cognition, social
psychology and motivation, assessment, exceptional learners, and diversity to better
study learning in schools or school-like settings. Graduates are well prepared to teach in
educational psychology and related programs at the university level; as well as take
leadership positions in state and local research and policy environments.

4. Co-curricular Activities . Although not a credit-earning part of the program, co-curricular
activities are essential to help prepare doctoral candidates for their future roles as researchers,
university faculty, administrators, and other leadership positions. Students will work with
their advisors to determine necessary co-curricular activities, which are chosen in light of
track requirements, student experience, and goals for individual student’s professional
development. Examples of co-curricular activities include conducting research, teaching at
the university level, participation in preparing a proposal for a grant-funded project,
presentation at a state or national professional conference, writing a manuscript for
publication, and/or participation in leadership positions. Participation in these activities will
be monitored and documented by the student’s advisor. Advisors will notify the Office of
Doctoral Studies when required co-curricular activities (as listed on the student’s final
program of study) are completed.

5. Externship (3 hours ninimum). The externship is an intense, semester-long experience
designed to enhance the student's program, career goals, and professional development. The
externship site is outside the setting in which the student is currently employed and ideally in
a different, but related career area in which the student has had no or limited prior work
experience. It is expected that the student will develop an appreciation for the network of
service delivery systems in the urban setting and acquire additional leadership skills to
function more effectively within that network. Students may not register for the externship
until they have been awarded Continuing Doctoral Status (CDS).

a) Application for Externship. The student, in consultation with his or her advisor,
completes an Externship Application. The advisor, upon approving the application,
forwards it to the Director of the Ph.D. in Education program for final approval.
Deadlines for applying are as follows: December 1st for Spring Semester, July 15th for
Fall Semester, and April 15th for Summer Session.

b) The Externship Site. The student assumes full responsibility for initiating the
proposal for the site(s) in which to serve the externship. After conferring with his/her
advisor, a final site will be agreed upon. It is important that students discuss their ideas
for an externship with their advisor and/or track coordinator as tracks may have specific
requirements and/or guidelines for this experience.



c) Responsibilities in the Externship

1. The Student. The student is responsible for consulting with his/her advisor to
determine the appropriate timing of the externship and to develop an
understanding of appropriate types of settings consistent with the student's
experience, program, and professional goals. Based on this information and the
requirements of the Externship Application, the student initiates contacts and
consults with personnel in possible externship settings. Once the student and
advisor agree on a setting, the student, in consultation with the proposed on-site
supervisor, completes the written portion of the application. During the
externship experience, the student works as a professional under the direction of
the on-site supervisor and is responsible for decisions made and tasks assigned
within the setting during the externship period. The student maintains the records
and materials required for the externship, prepares the final written summary
report, and submits all needed materials to his/her advisor within grading
deadlines.

The student maintains a log of all hours spent on and off-site, including a brief
description of the type of tasks and related experiences completed during the time
frame. The log should document which hours were spent on-site and which off-
site. Additional time beyond the 120 hours that is spent in related, but off-site
tasks may be reported for information. The log must be submitted to the advisor,
who will review it as part of the externship grading process.

The student is required to develop and submit to his/her advisor a product from
the externship experience. During development of the externship experience, the
student discusses with his/her advisor and proposed on-site supervisor the general
nature of the expected product or products, e.g., an instrument, manual, booklet,
publishable article, bibliography, resource list, workshop kit, or similar material.
Any change in the type of product to be developed must be approved in writing
by the advisor. The product(s) must be submitted to the advisor, who will include
a grade on the product(s) as part of the grade for the externship.

The student will also submit a final summary report to his/her advisor. Ata
minimum, the summary report must include the name and address of the agency
in which the externship was conducted, the major service or products of the
agency, the name of the on-site supervisor, the time log, and a brief review of the
purposes of the externship. The summary report must also include evidence of
how the five goals and the five specific measurable objectives presented in the
Externship Application were met. The summary report is reviewed by the advisor
as part of the grade for the externship.

2. The University Advisor. The student's advisor works with the student to
determine the scheduling of the externship within the doctoral course sequence to
develop ideas for appropriate types of experience and approve the site selected by
the student. When the student has completed the Externship Application, which
specifies the site, the on-site supervisor, and such specifics as time, experiences,
and products; the advisor reviews the Application, recommends any needed
changes, and gives approval in writing. The advisor submits the approved
application to the Director of Doctoral Studies for approval. During the externship



experience, the University advisor serves as liaison between the on-site supervisor
and the University, as needed.

At the end of the externship experience, the advisor reviews the application, log,
product, on-site supervisor's evaluation, and the student's summary report and
determines the student's externship grade. The final grade are submitted to the
Director of Doctoral Studies.

3. The On-Site Supervisor. The term on-site supervisor refers to the person at
the externship site who provides guidance and supervision of the student, while
also serving as liaison between the agency or institution and the student's
University advisor. The on-site supervisor provides professional direction to the
student while in the host agency by orienting the student to the setting; acquaint-
ing the student with agency tasks and timelines; overseeing the work of the
student; and providing a written summative evaluation of the student's
performance.

6. Dissertation Component (9 hours minimum)

a) Three credit hours of this component, EDUS 890: Dissertation Seminarare
designed to aid the student in identifying the resources and refining the skills required to
initiate, develop, and complete a scholarly prospectus and dissertation. Preparation for the
Dissertation Seminar is a process that should begin when the student enrolls in his or her
initial course work. Permission of the advisor is required for enrollment in EDUS 890.
EDUS 890 is required of for students in certain tracks and these students must take and
pass EDUS 890 with a grade of "C" or above prior to enrolling in EDUS 899. For
students not required to take EDUS 890, they must have permission of their chair as well
as have all committee members in place prior to enrolling in EDUS 899.

b) Concept Paper. The submission of an acceptable concept paper to the instructor of
EDUS 890 is a prerequisite for admission to the class. Students are expected to give the
concept paper to the instructor two weeks prior to the first meeting of the classThe
instructor’s consent for enrollment can be denied if the paper is not submitted or is
deemed unacceptable by the instructors. Students should meet with their committee chair
for assistance with the preparation of the paper and at this point students should be giving
consideration as to who will be their methodologist. Please see the information about the
concept paper for more specific information about its content.

¢) The remaining six credit hours of this component, EDUS 899: Dissertation
Research are assigned to the scholarly pursuit and completion of the dissertation. The
VCU Thesis and Dissertation Manuathe VCU School of Education Dissertation
Format Requirementsand the American Psychological Association Manual's
Edition, must be followed in the preparation of the dissertation.

1) The student is required to consult with his or her dissertation chair each
semester prior to registering for dissertation research hours. The student must
register for a minimum of three credit hours of dissertation research each
semester, including the summer session, until at least six hours have been com-
pleted. However, if the dissertation requires additional time for completion, the



student is required to register for a minimum of three credit hours of dissertation
research each subsequent semester, including the summer session, until the
dissertation is successfully defended.

Students who have completed 15 hours of EDUS 899 and who have successfully
defended their prospectus may enroll in EDUS 899 for 1 credit with the
permission of their dissertation chair.

2) Atthe end of each semester the dissertation chair submits a grade of
Satisfactory, Unsatisfactory, or Fail for the dissertation credits for which the
student has enrolled.

3) A student who receives two "U" grades or an "F" in EDUS 899: Dissertation
Researchwill be terminated from the program. "All research, thesis, and
dissertation credits taken as part of the final project (thesis/dissertation/project)
for awarding a graduate degree are to be graded each semester as "S," "U," or "F."
An individual department may terminate a student who does not progress
satisfactorily as indicated by a "U" grade in research, thesis/dissertation/project
course work. A student who receives a final grade of "F" in the thesis or
dissertation will be terminated from the graduate program."

b) In addition to the formal prerequisites and requirements related to the Ph.D. in
Education Program, students are encouraged to prepare in other ways for the dissertation
seminar, as well as completion of the dissertation itself. Students should focus on both
general, long term and more immediate, specific preparation in the following areas:

1. Evolving a scholarly knowledge of a broad area leading to dissertation
research. The selection of course work and of assignments within courses should
become increasingly focused on promising and interesting areas for dissertation
research. In general, the more thorough the scholarly understanding of relevant
areas, the smoother the process of dissertation development. Topic areas can be
discarded, refined, or explored further. Specific research questions can be
generated.

2. Developing or refining the tools that can enhance and support the development
of a prospectus and dissertation. A working knowledge of resources that will
facilitate research, writing, and manuscript preparation can assure clear, accurate
communication about the dissertation topic. Awareness of and experience in
using the reference tools, primary sources, periodicals, organizations, and other
research tools in the topical area are critical skills for successful dissertation
preparation. Course experiences in selecting research design, processing data,
summarizing studies, and critiquing reports should be applied and practiced
whenever possible. In addition, the use of word processing, referencing software,
and other computerized aids to complete course assignments and research papers
throughout the doctoral program can be expected to increase the quality and speed
of dissertation preparation.



3. Forge the scholarly and collegial links that can foster direction and support
during the dissertation development process. Look for faculty who are
conducting research using methodology that would be useful for your dissertation
study and work with them as one of your co-curricular activities. Course
instructors, externship placement contacts, workshop presenters, and faculty
members provide vital avenues for networking that can, in turn, contribute depth
and breadth as the dissertation committee is determined and as the dissertation
evolves. The individual interests and talents of each individual can provide
further sources and resources, both formal and informal, during various phases of
dissertation development.

V. STUDENT ASSESSMENT

Admission to the doctoral program is based upon an assessment of the student's academic
strengths, professional experience, and leadership potential, all of which affect the probability of
successfully completing the doctoral program. Such success is dependent upon the doctoral
student's continuing growth in knowledge acquisition, concept synthesis, and integrative
application.

Thus, periodic student evaluation while enrolled in the doctoral program is important in three
ways: (1) it is beneficial to the student in assessing his or her progress; (2) it is essential in
determining the student's probability of successful program completion; and (3) it is critical to
the maintenance of program integrity.

A. Grades

Within the doctoral program, course grades provide an important evaluative tool for students, as
well as guidance for advisors. While doctoral students by their very admission into a doctoral
program have demonstrated skills and knowledge beyond that of master's level students,
performance in individual courses with specific content and expectations can vary widely.
Average doctoral work would, therefore, be at a "B" level, with work below that average graded
below a "B". In using course grades within the Ph.D. in Education Program, the following
specific regulations apply.

Students in the Ph.D. in Education Program must:
1. Have a minimum cumulative GPA of 3.2 to graduate.

2. The academic standing of any graduate student who receives a grade of "C" or below
or the grade of "U" (Unsatisfactory) on required graduate course work will be reviewed
for possible action.

3. A student who earns three grades of "C" or lower while enrolled in the doctoral
program is automatically dropped from the program. A student earning any grade of "D"
or "F" is reviewed for termination. This does not include any grades of C that were
earned prior to being formally accepted into the program, those grades of C will not be
transferred in, but will not be included in the number of grades of “C” or lower earned
in the program.



5. No grades below "C" will be accepted for graduation from the doctoral program or for
Continuing Doctoral Status (CDS).

6. A student who receives two "U" grades or an "F" in EDUS 89®: Dissertation
Researchwill be terminated from the program.

B. Qualifying Exam

The purposeof the qualifying exam is to:

" assure that students have the appropriate foundational knowledge and skills necessary
to progress through their doctoral program

provide information to allow early identification of students who may not be
sufficiently competent to continue in the program.

to flag students who need further review to validate student competency from other
sources of information as identified by the departments/tracks to determine if the
student will continue in the program and if so, what additional courses or other
experiences are required.

The qualifying exam of research and doctoral education foundations will provide a single
measure of student knowledge, understanding, and application of the foundations and
research/statistics/measurement areas. The exam will assess student competencies that integrate
previously taken foundations and research courses (EDUS 660 and STAT 508 as program pre-
requisites; EDUS 702, EDUS 703, STAT 608, and EDUS 710) and require students, on-demand,
to demonstrate knowledge and understanding of key concepts. Students take their qualifying
exam after earning 1518 credits, 12 of which include the classes listed abovEhe exam
will be closed-book. Student will receive the questions at the beginning of the exam period and
have three hours to provide their answers.

Content for the exam will come primarily from the following four courses:

EDUS 702703: Foundations Comporent Objectives

" Acculturate beginning Ph.D. students into the realm of doctoral studies

Encourage students to reflect on their place in their programs in particular and on the wider
contexts within which their programs/fields are situated

Expose participants to the field of epistemology, or the study of knowledge—particularly as it
applies to educational research

Provide interdisciplinary exposure by giving students opportunities to work with students
from other programs

Impart skills necessary for the conduct of research and scholarship.

Study the major research paradigms and help students understand what they need to learn to
be comfortable working in diverse paradigms

Analyze ethical issues in research and scholarship

Discuss various research methodologies, especially their ethical and political components

Provide a setting where doctoral students from diverse specializations develop heightened
sensitivity to the complex nature of contemporary education, especially urban and global
issues in education (diversity, race, class, gender)

Introduce students to the history and purposes as well as conventions and rules of the IRB
process



EDUS 660: Research Methods in Education

The purpose of this course is to introduce you to the fundamental terms, concepts, and designs
characteristic of both quantitative and qualitative educational research. The course emphasizes
the learning and application of skills that will enable you to design your own research studies
and critically evaluate published research articles in an effort to encourage data-driven
reflection. Specifically you will be able to evaluate the: (a) the methodological procedures
that an author followed, (b) the results that were reported, and (c) the practical significance of
the study. These skills include not only the ability to comprehend common research designs,
methods, and procedures but also the ability to interpret and communicate the research results
clearly, concisely, logically and in a coherent manner. This course will:

1. Introduce you to different types of approaches to research and methodological
designs

2. Enable you to understand, interpret and critically evaluate research articles

3. Prepare you to design your own research investigations

Course Objectives:

Students will develop:

1. An understanding of quantitative, qualitative and mixed-methods approaches to
research.

2. The ability to select a research problem and formulate appropriate research
hypotheses and/or questions.

3. The ability to conduct a review of educational literature from texts, journals and
computer library databases.

4. Skills to write a synthesis of the literature as it relates to a specific research problem.

5. Knowledge of experimental, quasi-experimental and non-experimental research
designs and their application to different research questions.

6. An understanding of descriptive statistical techniques such as measures of central
tendency, standard deviation and correlation.

7. An understanding of the ethical principals that pertain to research involving human
subjects and research conducted in educational settings.

8. An appreciation for the conduct of research in education to improve practice; inform
decisions, and contribute to better student outcomes.

9. The ability to engage in data-driven reflection through the continued use of published
educational research and/or practice-based activities.

10. A viable research proposal.

EDUS 710: Educational Research Design

The purpose of this course is to examine complex quantitative designs and concepts that
are commonly encountered in conducting quantitative research in applied social settings.
The course assumes knowledge of fundamental principles of research, such as identifying
research problems or questions, reviewing literature, sampling, choosing appropriate
assessment techniques to gather information, simple research designs, internal and
external validity, types of research, descriptive and inferential statistics, and a working
knowledge of data analysis software such as SAS, SYSTAT, or SPSS. Specifically, there
are two prerequisites for this course, EDUS 660, and STAT 608. These basic principles
and skills are extended to the more complex situations that are frequently encountered in
applied settings. The course is designed for doctoral students. An important goal of the
course is to enable students to become critically reflective in the use of quantitative data



for decision-making. More specifically, the objectives include student understanding and
application of:

1. the effects of sampling on nonexperimental and experimental designs

2. data entry and SPSS software for data analysis

3. advanced principles of measurement as related to research design

4. statistical, internal, construct, and external experimental validity

5. survey and nonexperimental designs

6. experimental and quasi-experimental designs, including single and multiple factor
designs

7. multivariate research designs

8. Type 1 and Type 2 errors in hypothesis testing

9. Statistical analyses for single factor and multiple factor designs

10. differences between statistical significance and effect size

Sample Questions

The following are examples of the nature of the questions that could be asked. Not all questions
would be included for any single exam. A single research article could be used for application of
both foundations and research principles.

Foundations
1. Short Answer Comprehension Questions: Sample
¥ What are some distinguishing characteristics of positivism, postpositivism, and
nonpositivism as research paradigms?
¥ Explain how the NRC report (Shavelson and Towne, 2002) could be described as a
document demonstrating how science, social policy and politics meet?
¥ Compare and contrast modern and postmodern worldviews.
¥ What role do “values” have in educational research? This is quite obviously a contested
point, so please summarize competing positions on this question and be sure to include
who might support the positions (i.e. researchers coming from particular perspectives or
political positions or employing certain methodologies).

2. Application Question (s): Sample - Students will be presented with a description of a research
study and the statistical results (note: this will be the same study used for the research
component). Students will be asked:
¥ What research paradigm appears to be operational in this research endeavor?
¥ What evidence is there to support your answer?
¥ Select an alternative research paradigm to the one you identified above and consider how
the research might differ if the researcher employed this different paradigm. For
example, how would the adoption of say, a pragmatic, critical, race, ethnicity or gender-
based perspective alter the research (note: this could be in terms of research questions,
design/methodology and even findings)?

Research
1. Short Answer Comprehension/Understanding Questions: Sample

" How do quantitative and qualitative research methods differ?
What are appropriate uses of criterion-referenced and norm-referenced test scores?
What information does the standard deviation and standard error of measurement
provide?
What ethical issues should researchers consider when conducting research in school-
based settings?
If you were developing a survey instrument what procedures would you employ to
enhance the reliability and validity of measurement?
What is the difference between true experimental and quasi experimental designs?
What does the phrase “plausible rival hypothesis” refer to?

2. Application Question (s): Sample - Students will be presented with a description of a
research study and the statistical results. Students will be asked to identify: research design,
independent and dependent variables, extraneous and confounding variables, as well as the
scale(s) of measurement that result from the data collection methods/measures. Students will
be asked to provide an interpretation of the statistical results.

3. Journal Article Critique: Sample of questions:

" What is the problem under investigation and purpose of the study?
What are the research questions?
What approach to research is used (e.g. quantitative, qualitative, mixed-method)?
What type of research design (e.g. experimental, quasi-experimental, descriptive) and
data collection methods are used in the study? Why is this design appropriate to
address the research questions?
What are the main results and findings of the study? Do you think the conclusions
reached by the researcher(s) are valid?
" What are the strengths of the study?
How could the researcher(s) change the design, methods, or procedures to enhance
the internal validity of the study?
Do you think this study makes a contribution to the field? Consider the literature, the
quality of the study as well as the practical significance of the findings in your
response.

Grading of Exam Questions

Grading of student answers will be completed by faculty who teach School of Education classes
in Educational Foundations and Research. Results will be distributed to student advisors who
will meet individually with students to discuss their performance and identify, if necessary, any
follow-up steps. At this point, the final program of study will be completed and will include any
of these follow-up classes and/or co-curricular activities. The final results and final program of
study will then be forwarded to the Office of Doctoral Studies.

C. Continuing Doctoral Status

The purpose of Continuing Doctoral Status (CDS) is to provide an opportunity for the student,
the advisor, and the Director of the Ph.D. in Education program to review and assess the
student's progress early in the program, and will determine whether or not the student will
continue in or be dropped from the program. The conditions of the review are as follows:



1. Students who have passed the Qualifying exam and who have earned a minimum
cumulative GPA of 3.3 by the end of the semester in which the 15™ program hour is earned will
be awarded CDS.

2. Students who have passed the Qualifying exam and who have not earned a cumulative
GPA of 3.0 - 3.29 by the end of the semester in which the 15th program hour is earned must have
a joint conference with their advisor and the Director of the Ph.D. in Education program to
develop a plan designed to achieve CDS. The conference and the plan will include:

a) A review of a statement written by the student concerning his or her progress
in the program, citing strengths, and possible deficiencies, and suggesting ways to
improve the GPA.

b) Specifying the required course work for achieving the 3.3 GPA required for
awarding CDS. The student may also be required to enroll in and complete a
writing skills course offered by the University or meet other appropriate
requirements.

Consideration shall be given to satisfying other degree requirements, including
the requirement of completing 12 credits per calendar year.

c) Establishing the time frame - not to exceed the next two consecutive
semesters - within which the student will complete courses and other require-
ments.

3. Students earning a cumulative GPA of 2.99 or lower in the semester in which the 15th
program hour is earned and needs to take the Qualifying exam will be dropped from the
program.

D. Comprehensive Examination

From its inception, the Ph.D. in Education Program has been designed to develop
interdisciplinary conceptual skills beyond the traditional in-depth extension of the master's
program and to emphasize rigorous thinking and the capacity to integrate theory with practice.
The comprehensive examination component of the program seeks to ensure that each degree
candidate can demonstrate in writing, the ability to conceptualize, apply, and communicate
information at an advanced, doctoral level.

1. The Comprehensive Examination Process

The process for developing, administrating, and grading the comprehensive examination
are chosen by the faculty of the track. As such, this information is offered as an
overview. Specifics about the exams should be obtained through a student’s advisor
and/or track coordinator. Basic information about the comprehensive exam is as follows:

a. Registration for the Comprehensive Examination.

The initial comprehensive examination may only be taken after completion of all doctoral



program course work, including EDUS 700: Externship but excluding EDUS 890:
Dissertation Seminar All grades in coursework must be posted and all grades of “I”
must be removed before a student may begin work on the comprehensive examination.

The decision concerning when to take the comprehensive examination should be made in
consultation with the student's advisor. Consideration should be given to a number of
factors, including (a) the degree to which formulating a draft prospectus may assist in
writing the examination; (b) the availability and scheduling of final program courses,
including EDUS 890 and EDUS 899; and (c) the requirements for continuous registration
and for sequencing of the seminar, prospectus review, and actual dissertation research
hours. A student who wishes to take the examination must notify their advisory and/or
track coordinator the semester prior to the semester in which he/she plans to take the
examination.

*Note: Registration for the examination constitutes an examination attempt by the student.
Failure to take the examination will count as a failure of the examination and the student will
have only one more opportunity to take the examination.

2. Comprehensive Examination Content

Specifics about acceptable content for the comprehensive exam for each track are
outlined below:

a) Students in the Educational Leadership track will be required to complete a
project that will include competencies in data analysis and this project will
constitute the entire comprehensive exam.

b) Instructional Leadership track students will be given (4) four concentration
questions that will be written by the Track Coordinator and faculty who teach in,
or who are associated with the track in which the student is enrolled. Students
will receive the four (4) questions 45 days prior to the date the comprehensive
exam. Three (3) concentration questions will be selected at random for each
student by the Director of Doctoral Studies.

c) Research and Evaluatiorstudents will be given tailored questions one week
prior to exam date that will require approximately 25 hours of preparation (once
in the fall, once in the spring). Student’s written answers will be used as the basis
for an oral exam approximately one week later.

e¢) Special Education and Disability Policystudents will consist of three parts: a)
a written discussion paper, to be submitted to a major journal in the field, the
topic of which will be chosen by the student in consultation with his/her advisor;
b) a written exam consisting of three questions chosen by the student’s advising
committee and c¢) an oral presentation and examination, lasting approximately 90-
120 minutes.

f) Urban Services/Adult Learning— The comprehensive exam will consist of
two parts: an oral exam, and an extensive literature review, submitted as a written
paper. Part I: A 60-90 minute oral examination of the student’s ability to respond
to questions posed by a faculty committee comprised of at least one Adult



Learning faculty member and at least one faculty member from Educational
Foundations department. Part II: Preparation of an extensive literature review,
including seminal works, and an overview of the proposed dissertation research
topic. Guidelines for the paper will be determined by the faculty advisor. It will
be at the discretion of the advisor, as doctoral committee chair, to determine if the
student should complete the dissertation seminar, or begin work on the
dissertation immediately upon successful completion of the comprehensive exam.
Comprehensive exams will be scheduled and administered by the Adult Learning
Program Coordinator during either spring or fall semesters, but not during the
summer. Students may undertake the comprehensive exam during either of the
following times: a) during their final semester of coursework, provided they are
enrolled in no more than 3 credit hours during their final semester. Otherwise,
students should wait until completion of their coursework to take the
comprehensive exam. b) prior to, but not during, the dissertation seminar.

g) Urban Services/Health Promotions- Students may undertake the
comprehensive exam during either of the following times: a) during their final
semester of coursework, provided they are enrolled in no more than 3 credit hours
during their final semester. Otherwise, students should wait until completion of
their coursework to take the comprehensive exam. b) prior to, but not during, the
dissertation seminar. The Comprehensive exams will consist of two parts: Part I:
A 60-90 minute oral examination of the student’s ability to respond to questions
posed by a faculty committee comprised of at least one Health Promotion faculty
member and at least one faculty member from the Educational Foundations
department. Part II: Preparation of an extensive literature review, including
seminal works, and an overview of the proposed dissertation research topic.
Guidelines for the paper will be determined by the faculty advisor.

3. Preparation for the Comprehensive Examination

Each student will be provided equal access to resources and faculty in preparation for
taking the examination. The examination officially begins with the distribution of the
questions. The student is expected to prepare for the written examination himself/herself
without consulting with other students, faculty, or non-published resources. Failure to
adhere to this rule will constitute a failure of the examination.

a) Educational Leadership students will turn in their project when they have
completed all courses. (no other information listed for preparation of students in
the 48 credit program)

b) The Track Coordinator for Instructional Leadership will meet about 45 days
prior to the scheduled examination date with all students in that track who are
registered to take the examination. At this meeting the Track Coordinator may
answer questions related to the test; e.g., the concepts the readers may look for
when reading student responses, additional resources that students may consult,
and suggestions for preparing for the examination.

c) Research and Evaluation students see Comprehensive Examination Content
above.



d) Special Education and Disability Policy — students will begin the process by
scheduling a meeting with his or her advisor. The comprehensive examination may
occur during the semester of enrollment in EDUS 890, or prior to that semester, after
all coursework has been completed.

e) Urban Services/Adult Learning — no information at present

f) Urban Services/Health Promotions — no information at present

4. Method of Administration

Administration of the comprehensive exam is determined by the track
coordinators, and is subject to change. Students should contact their advisor
and/or track coordinator for specific instructions about the examination.

4. Grading of the Examination
b) Educational Leadership faculty will grade the exam/project.

c) Instructional Leadership faculty will be responsible for grading the Concentration
questions. All questions will be graded Honors, Pass, or Fail. All students must
receive a grade of at least Pass on all questions in order to pass the examination.

d) Research and Evaluation faculty will be responsible for grading the oral exam.
Students are graded Pass/Fail/Honors.

e) Special Education and Disability — a student’s advisory committee will be
responsible for grading the written and oral components of the examination.
Students are graded Pass/Fail/Honors. Upon discretion of the review team, a
failing exam may be re-taken once.

f) Urban Services/Adult Learning — Students will be evaluated on adult learning
content knowledge and appropriate research strategies through a series of
questions determined by the review team. Assessment of the oral exam will be
honors, pass, or fail. Upon discretion of the review team, a failing oral exam may
be re-taken once.

Evaluation will be Honors, Pass, or Fail for the written literature review.
g) Urban Services/Health Promotions — no information at present.
g) A student may retake parts or all of the examination only one time.
1) The student who successfully completes the comprehensive examination becomes

eligible to present a prospectus for formal review and approval provided all other requirements
for the dissertation prospectus are met.



All examination questions and responses are placed in the student's file in the Office of
Doctoral Studies

VI. PROGRAM ADMINISTRATION
A. Director of Doctoral Studies

The Director of Doctoral Studies reports directly to the Associate Dean for Academic Affairs of
the School of Education and is responsible for the overall administration of the program. He or
she will be responsible for working with the Associate Dean for Academic Affairs and the
Advisory Board to establish operating policies, to guide the development of program-wide
and/or track-specific policies, procedures and requirements. Therefore, a two step process is
recommended for any policy changes.

a) For track-specific issues, recommendations are made by the track coordinator and
faculty who advise students in that concentration. Their recommendation is
forwarded to the Director of Doctoral Studies who brings that recommendation
forward to the Advisory Board.

b) For changes that impact all tracks, The Director of Doctoral Studies will appoint
an ad hoc committee to investigate the issue and make a recommendation for
changes to be adopted program-wide which is brought to the Advisory Board for
discussion and a vote.

c) Any changes to the policies and procedures of the Ph.D. in Education program
will be shared with faculty of the School of Education and current students
through multiple means including email, advising sessions, and/or updates/alerts
on the SOE website.

B. Coordinator of Doctoral Student Services

The Coordinator of Doctoral Student Services shall report to the Director of Doctoral
Studies and will work on a full-time basis to:

1. Organize and oversee the application process for students into the Ph.D. in Education
program as well as new doctoral programs in the School of Education. This includes
such work as processing application materials, meeting with applicants, recruiting efforts,
and notification of admission decisions.

2. Organize and oversee the graduation process for students in the Ph.D. in Education
program as well as new doctoral programs in the School of Education. This includes
such work as processing graduation applications, providing lists of graduates to the
Dean’s office for graduation ceremony planning, and serving as liaison between School
of Education and VCU Graduate School office.

3. Organize and oversee communication efforts between doctoral students and the Office
of Doctoral Studies and/or other VCU offices, programs, and services.

4. Provide support and organization to collaborative relationships between doctoral



programs in the School of Education and our community partners.
C. Advisory Board

An Advisory Board will be established to provide direction and assistance to the Director of
Doctoral Studies. The Advisory Board will consist of track coordinators, Ph.D. program
coordinators, three student members, program graduates, and/or community members. The
Director of Doctoral Studies shall chair the monthly meetings of the advisory board, and the
Associate Dean for Academic Affairs will serve as an ex officio member of the board.

D. Appeals

A subset of this advisory board will form an appeals committee, who will meet to act on any
student appeals to the general policies and procedures of the program. At a minimum, this
appeals committee will consist of one student member and three other members of the Advisory
Board.

For student appeals of the general policies and procedures as outlined in this program handbook,
doctoral students can initiate an appeals process. Students first meet with their advisor to discuss
the request. If the student and advisor agree, the student will submit a written request for the
exemption of the Director of Doctoral Studies. This written request must be signed by the
student, and approved in writing by his or her advisor and the track coordinator. The Director of
Doctoral Studies will review the request and may request a meeting with the student and advisor
to gather additional information. If such a meeting is requested, it will be scheduled within two
weeks of the original request. A decision by the Director of Doctoral Studies will be brought to
the Appeals Committee, which meets monthly. The student and advisory will be notified by
letter of the decision of the Director of Doctoral Studies and the Appeals Committee within one
week of the meeting.

V. CURRICULUM
A. Organization of the Curriculum

The program curriculum is organized into five (5) components. A chart summarizing these
components and how each is included within the five tracks is presented in Appendix D. The
components are as follows:

2. Foundation Component (6 hours minimum)

This component emphasizes theoretical and social issues in urban institutional development and
changes which all leaders in urban service institutions must research and develop a culture of
inquiry to be better able to respond to within their leadership positions. The courses in this
component include the following:

a) EDUS 702: Foundationsf Educational Research & Doctoral Scholarship s the
first course of a two-semester sequence and is designed to explore the limits and validity
of scholarly inquiry and research within a social and political context.

b) EDUS 703: Foundations of Eductional Research & Doctoral Scholarship Ilis
the second course of a two-semester sequence and is designed to examine in greater detail
the limits and validity of relationships between politics, policy and ethics and research in
an urban context.

2. Research Component (12 hours minimum)

This component emphasizes the prerequisite skills essential to designing, conducting, and
interpreting research. It also provides the research, statistical, and computer tools and resources
necessary to produce research beneficial to the urban leader. Students are required to
demonstrate competency in areas of research methodology and statistics appropriate to doctoral
level study, including EDUS 660 and STAT 508 or the equivalent, prior to enrolling for courses
in this component. EDUS 660 or STAT 508 may be used for one’s restrictive elective but not
for the research elective. The courses included in this component are the following:

a) STAT/SOCY 608: Statistics for Social Research
b) EDUS 710: Educational Reearch Design

c¢) EDUS 711: Qualitative Methods and Analysis
d) AdvancedResearch Elective

3. Concentration Component: Track Options (18 hours minimum)

This component is designed to allow the student to pursue a series of courses that provide a
specific focus and serve as the student's primary discipline. These courses are expected to
develop the in-depth knowledge and skills in an identifiable area that is congruent with the
student's current or projected career field. It is at this point in the program that the student
pursues study in one of the following tracks which includes courses related to the professional



roles and responsibilities typical of track enrollees. More specifically, these are:

a) Educational Leadership Track. Designed primarily for line administrative
personnel in urban school units, emphasis is placed on preparing scholars interested in
understanding the work of superintendents, building principals, and assistant principals.
This concentration requires students to take courses in such areas as school business
administration, development and analysis of educational policy, advanced educational
law, and supervision of instruction. Study in this concentration does not lead to
certification in public school administration.

b) Instructional Leadership Track. Designed primarily for administrative personnel in
urban school units who want to conduct research about and/or assume leadership
positions as curriculum specialty coordinators and elementary, secondary, and post-
secondary school department heads and supervisors. This concentration requires students
to take courses in areas such as educational staff development, instructional theories and
strategies, and instructional models.

c) Research and Evaluation Tack. Designed primarily for individuals with
responsibility for conducting research and evaluation projects in and for agencies and
educational organizations. Emphasis is placed on developing proficiency in both
quantitative and qualitative methods of inquiry, providing students with a breadth of
methods to study varied educational and social research questions. Students may select a
concentration in either research or evaluation.

d) Special Education and Disability Policy Leadership Track Designed primarily for
individuals in leadership positions in the field of special education, with particular
emphasis is on conducting research related to personnel development, disability policy,
current issues and topics in special education.

e) Urban Services Leadership Track. Designed primarily for persons employed in
leadership positions in urban community partner agencies who want to be prepared to
conduct research in these settings. There are two different sub-tracks under this
concentration: Adult Learning and Health Promotion and Education. The Ph.D. in
Education no longer accepts students into the Urban Services track who are planning to
design an individualized program of study.

f) Educational Psychology. Designed for research-oriented doctoral students who want
to study the success of students in educational environments. Doctoral students will
integrate theory and research in the areas of developmental psychology, cognition, social
psychology and motivation, assessment, exceptional learners, and diversity to better
study learning in schools or school-like settings. Graduates are well prepared to teach in
educational psychology and related programs at the university level; as well as take
leadership positions in state and local research and policy environments.



4. Co-curricular Activities . Although not a credit-earning part of the program, co-curricular
activities are essential to help prepare doctoral candidates for their future roles as researchers,
university faculty, administrators, and other leadership positions. Students will work with their
advisors to determine necessary co-curricular activities, which are chosen in light of track
requirements, student experience, and goals for individual student’s professional development.
Examples of co-curricular activities include conducting research, teaching at the university level,
participation in preparing a proposal for a grant-funded project, presentation at a state or national
professional conference, writing a manuscript for publication, and/or participation in leadership
positions. Participation in these activities will be monitored and documented by the student’s
advisor. Advisors will notify the Office of Doctoral Studies when required co-curricular
activities (as listed on the student’s final program of study) are completed.

5. Externship (3 hours minimum)

The externship refers to a one-semester experience designed to increase a doctoral student’s
skills in research or other leadership skills related to your professional goals as a scholarly
professional in your field. The Ph.D. in Education program is designed as a mentorship
program, with an advisor guiding your overall professional development. Therefore, the
externship is designed with the student’s advisor and following recommendations of the
track/concentration. See the Externship application for more details. Students may not register
for the externship until they have been awarded Continuing Doctoral Status (CDS).

a) Application for Externship. The student, in consultation with his or her advisor,
completes an Externship Application, a copy of which is found in the Appendices of this
handbook. The advisor, upon approving the application, forwards it to the Director of the
Ph.D. in Education program for final approval. Deadlines for applying are as follows:
December 1st for Spring Semester, July 15th for Fall Semester, and April 15th for
Summer Session.

b) The Externship Site. The student assumes full responsibility for initiating the
proposal for the site(s) in which to serve the externship. After conferring with his/her
advisor, a final site will be agreed upon.

d) Responsibilities in the Externship

1. The Student. The student is responsible for consulting with his/her advisor to
determine the appropriate timing of the externship and to develop an
understanding of appropriate types of settings consistent with the student's
experience, program, and professional goals. Based on this information and the
requirements of the Externship Application, the student initiates contacts and
consults with personnel in possible externship settings. Once the student and
advisor agree on a setting, the student, in consultation with the proposed on-site
supervisor, completes the written portion of the application. During the
externship experience, the student works as a professional under the direction of
the on-site supervisor and is responsible for decisions made and tasks assigned
within the setting during the externship period. The student maintains the records



and materials required for the externship, prepares the final written summary
report, and submits all needed materials to his/her advisor within grading
deadlines.

The student maintains a log of all hours spent on and off-site, including a brief
description of the type of tasks and related experiences completed during the time
frame. The log should document which hours were spent on-site and which off-
site. Additional time beyond the 120 hours that is spent in related, but off-site
tasks may be reported for information. The log must be submitted to the advisor,
who will review it as part of the externship grading process.

The student is required to develop and submit to his/her advisor a product from
the externship experience. This product must be research-related (either a report
of research collected during the externship, a research presentation, or a report
linking the work done at the externship site with the research literature). Other
options that contain a significant research component would also be acceptable.
Any change in the type of product to be developed must be approved in writing
by the advisor. The product(s) must be submitted to the advisor, who will include
a grade on the product(s) as part of the grade for the externship.

The student will also submit a final summary report to his/her advisor. Ata
minimum, the summary report must include the name and address of the agency
in which the externship was conducted, the major service or products of the
agency, the name of the on-site supervisor, the time log, and a brief review of the
purposes of the externship. The summary report must also include evidence of
how the five goals and the five specific measurable objectives presented in the
Externship Application were met. The summary report is reviewed by the advisor
as part of the grade for the externship. The summary report and on-site
supervisor's evaluation are forwarded to the Director of Doctoral Studies along
with the advisor's grade for externship in cases where a grade below B is earned
for the work. Other reports and files are returned to the student by the advisor.

2. The University Advisor. The student's advisor works with the student to
determine the scheduling of the externship within the doctoral course sequence to
develop ideas for appropriate types of experience and approve the site selected by
the student. When the student has completed the Externship Application, which
specifies the site, the on-site supervisor, and such specifics as time, experiences,
and products; the advisor reviews the Application, recommends any needed
changes, and gives approval in writing. The advisor submits the approved
application to the Director of Doctoral Studies for approval. During the externship
experience, the University advisor serves as liaison between the on-site supervisor
and the University, as needed.

At the end of the externship experience, the advisor reviews the application, log,
product, on-site supervisor's evaluation, and the student's summary report and
determines the student's externship grade. The final grade are submitted to the



Director of Doctoral Studies.

3. The On-Site Supervisor. The term on-site supervisor refers to the person at
the externship site who provides guidance and supervision of the student, while
also serving as liaison between the agency or institution and the student's
University advisor. The on-site supervisor provides professional direction to the
student while in the host agency by orienting the student to the setting; acquaint-
ing the student with agency tasks and timelines; overseeing the work of the
student; and providing a written summative evaluation of the student's
performance.

6. Dissertation Component (9 hours minimum)

a) Three credit hours of this component, EDUS 890: Dissertation Seminarare
designed to aid the student in identifying the resources and refining the skills required to
initiate, develop, and complete a scholarly prospectus and dissertation. Preparation for the
Dissertation Seminar is a process that should begin when the student enrolls in his or her
initial course work. Permission of the advisor is required for enrollment in EDUS 890.
EDUS 890 is required of students in certain tracks and these students must take and pass
EDUS 890 with a grade of "C" or above prior to enrolling in EDUS 899. For students
not required to take EDUS 890, they must have permission of their chair (as documented
through submission of a change of program form) as well as have all committee members
in place prior to enrolling in EDUS 899.

b) Concept Paper. The submission of an acceptable concept paper to the instructor of
EDUS 890 is a prerequisite for admission to the class. Students are expected to give the
concept paper to the instructor a minimum of two weeks prior to the first meeting of
the class Deadlines for submission of the concept paper are as follows: December 1 for
Spring and May 1 for Fall. The instructor’s consent for enrollment can be denied if the
paper is not submitted or is deemed unacceptable by the instructors. Students should
meet with their committee chair for assistance with the preparation of the paper and at
this point students should be giving consideration as to who will be their methodologist.

¢) The remaining six credit hours of this component, EDUS 899: Dissertation
Research are assigned to the scholarly pursuit and completion of the dissertation. The
VCU Thesis and Dissertation Manuathe VCU School of Education Dissertation
Format Requirementsand the American Psychological Association Manual's
Edition, must be followed in the preparation of the dissertation.

1) The student is required to consult with his or her dissertation chair each
semester prior to registering for dissertation research hours. The student must
register for a minimum of three credit hours of dissertation research each
semester, not including the summer session, until at least six hours have been
completed. However, if the dissertation requires additional time for completion,



the student is required to register for a minimum of one credit hour of dissertation
research each subsequent semester, not including the summer session, until the
dissertation is successfully defended.

2) Atthe end of each semester the dissertation chair submits a grade of
Satisfactory, Unsatisfactory, or Fail for the dissertation credits for which the
student has enrolled.

3) A student who receives two "U" grades or an "F" in EDUS 899: Dissertation
Researchwill be terminated from the program. "All research, thesis, and
dissertation credits taken as part of the final project (thesis/dissertation/project)
for awarding a graduate degree are to be graded each semester as "S," "U," or "F."
An individual department may terminate a student who does not progress
satisfactorily as indicated by a "U" grade in research, thesis/dissertation/project
course work. A student who receives a final grade of "F" in the thesis or
dissertation will be terminated from the graduate program." Please review the
Virginia Commonwealth University Graduate and Professional Programs
Bulletin, 2007-2008, http:www.pubapps.vcu.edu/bulletins/graduate, for more
details about this requirement.

d) In addition to the formal prerequisites and requirements related to the Ph.D. in
Education Program, students are encouraged to prepare in other ways for the dissertation
seminar, as well as completion of the dissertation itself. Students should focus on both
general, long term and more immediate, specific preparation in the following areas:

1. Evolving a scholarly knowledge of a broad area leading to dissertation
research. The selection of course work and of assignments within courses should
become increasingly focused on promising and interesting areas for dissertation
research. In general, the more thorough the scholarly understanding of relevant
areas, the smoother the process of dissertation development. Topic areas can be
discarded, refined, or explored further. Specific research questions can be
generated.

2. Developing or refining the tools that can enhance and support the development
of a prospectus and dissertation. A working knowledge of resources that will
facilitate research, writing, and manuscript preparation can assure clear, accurate
communication about the dissertation topic. Awareness of and experience in
using the reference tools, primary sources, periodicals, organizations, and other
research tools in the topical area are critical skills for successful dissertation
preparation. Course experiences in selecting research design, processing data,
summarizing studies, and critiquing reports should be applied and practiced
whenever possible. In addition, the use of word processing, referencing software,
and other computerized aids to complete course assignments and research papers
throughout the doctoral program can be expected to increase the quality and speed
of dissertation preparation.



3. Forge the scholarly and collegial links that can foster direction and support
during the dissertation development process. Look for faculty who are
conducting research using methodology that would be useful for your dissertation
study and work with them as one of your co-curricular activities. Course
instructors, externship placement contacts, workshop presenters, and faculty
members provide vital avenues for networking that can, in turn, contribute depth
and breadth as the dissertation committee is determined and as the dissertation
evolves. The individual interests and talents of each individual can provide
further sources and resources, both formal and informal, during various phases of
dissertation development.



PROPOSAL FOR CO-CURRICULAR ACTIVITY

Co-curricular activities are those experiences throughout your doctoral program that provide you
with an opportunity to work with VCU faculty as you expand your skills in research, teaching,
and/or service at the University. These activities should be carefully chosen with your advisor
and should expand your skills as a scholar of practice in your field. Examples of co-curricular
activities can include (but are not limited to): collecting or analyzing data, writing a manuscript
for publication in a peer-reviewed journal, presenting research findings at a state, regional or
national conference, participating in writing and submitting an application for grant funding,
teaching a class, developing and/or evaluating university preparation programs/courses,
supervising student teachers/externs, participating on university committees , and/or serving as a
student representative on a professional organization. This form will help organize your efforts
and describe how your work will be evaluated. You do not need to be registered in a class for
the co-curricular activity, but if it requires a significant amount of effort, it can be an independent
study. Co-curricular activities can be work you do with your advisor or could be another faculty
member if their work is more appropriate.

For work that involves human subjects in a research study, it is important to remember that all
appropriate human subject safeguards must be followed and IRB approval obtained prior to

beginning the research study.

VIl. THE DISSERTATION
A. Dissertation Seminar and Concept Paper

EDUS 890: Dissertation Seminaris a three credit course that can apply toward the nine credit
minimum for dissertation research. It is designed to aid the student in identifying the resources
and refining the skills required to initiate, develop, and complete a scholarly prospectus and
dissertation. Preparation for the Dissertation Seminar is a process that should begin when the
student enrolls in his or her initial course work. Permission of the advisor and submission of an
acceptable concept paper is required for enrollment in EDUS 890.

An orientation to EDUS 890 and the Concept Paper is held twice each year for students in the
Ph.D. in Education program in October and March (see Deadlines for the specific dates).
Students can learn more specifics about the seminar and the requirements of the concept paper
during these orientation sessions. See Concept Paper Requirementdor guidelines to help with
the preparation of this paper.

The addition of co-curricular activities and other changes in program requirements will result in
doctoral students who have conducted an extensive, critical review of the literature, are further
along in the identification of a dissertation study, more comfortable in applying research
methodology to answer research questions, and more comfortable in their technical writing
skills. These students and their advisor/dissertation chair may decide that they do not need the
formal instruction provided in EDUS 890. Instead of submitting the concept paper, doctoral
students should submit the following to indicate that they wish to opt out of taking EDUS 890:

¥ Change of Program Form(signed by student and advisor/chair)

¥ Dissertation Committee Agreement Form(if not already submitted)

¥ One page abstract (provides an overview of the dissertation study)

Students will not be permitted to enroll in EDUS 899: Dissertation Research until they either:
¥  Submit the above documents if opting out of EDUS 890; or
¥ Pass EDUS 890 with a grade of “C” or above.

B. Selecting a Dissertation Committee

After the student has been awarded Continuing Doctoral Status, and by the time the student has
completed 27 credit hours in the program, the student should meet with his or her advisor to
begin the process of selecting a dissertation committee. The committee must be selected and
names submitted for approval to the Director of Doctoral Studies by the end of the semester in
which the student completes EDUS 890: Dissertation Seminar It is highly recommended that
students choose dissertation committee members PRIOR to beginning EDUS 890.

1. Within the above stated time frame, the student and his or her advisor begin the
process of selecting a dissertation chair. Dissertation committees in the Ph. D. in
Education Program must have a minimum of four members. Three of the members,
including the chair, must be graduate faculty in the School of Education. The fourth
member must be a Virginia Commonwealth University graduate faculty member from



outside the School of Education. A fifth member may be added at the discretion of the
dissertation chair and the student. This member must also be from outside the School of
Education and may be from outside the University. There is no expectation that the
advisor will chair the student's dissertation committee.

2. After the student and his or her advisor have agreed on the dissertation chair, the
dissertation chair and the student develop a list of other proposed dissertation committee
members. Members should be chosen based on their knowledge of the content and/or
methodology that will be chosen for the dissertation study. One member must be an
expert in methodology, although there does not necessarily need to be a separate
methodologist (that is, the methodologist could also be the chair, or the VCU faculty
outside the school of education). The student contacts those nominees to determine their
interest and willingness to serve. If any person declines to serve, the student and the
dissertation chair select a replacement. This procedure is followed until a committee has
been selected. See Responsibilities of Dissertation Committee Membergor a more
detailed explanation of the responsibilities of the student, committee chair, and
committee members.

3. No person may serve on a dissertation committee if such service would create the
appearance of conflict of interest. For example, a student who teaches in a college or
university may not have a faculty member in the same school or department serve on the
committee; a student from an agency or commercial organization may not have his or her
supervisor serve on the committee.

4. Once all committee members have agreed to serve on the committee, the student
submits a Dissertation Committee Agreement Fornto the Office of Doctoral Studies.
The Director of Doctoral Studies will review the credentials of proposed members and
will approve the candidates submitted, or may, at his or her discretion, reject candidates
who appear to have a conflict of interest. (See Dissertation Committee Agreement Form).

4. Normally, barring resignations, members of a dissertation committee continue to serve
until the candidate's research is completed and approved. However, in rare cases it may
be necessary to make adjustments in committee membership. If a dissertation committee
member is unable to continue to serve, the Director of Doctoral Studies program is
notified and requests that the dissertation chair select a replacement. The chair and the
candidate choose a replacement and submit the name to the Director of Doctoral Studies.
In such cases, the Director of Doctoral Studies has responsibility for reconstituting the
dissertation committee.

B. Selecting A Dissertation Topic

A doctoral dissertation study should be an original study, designed to add to the body of
knowledge in the student’s discipline. It should be chosen carefully; being large enough to serve
as a foundation for a future research agenda (particularly for doctoral candidates who plan to
pursue a tenure-track position at a university), but targeted enough to assure that it can be
accomplished within a reasonable timeframe. After the dissertation committee has been



established, the dissertation chair and the student, in consultation, agree on a suitable dissertation
topic. The student then meets individually with the other members of the committee to discuss
the dissertation topic, obtain their suggestions and, ultimately, their approval. When all have
agreed that the proposed topic is a suitable one, and the student has successfully completed all
course work and the comprehensive examination, the student proceeds to conduct a careful
review of the literature to identify the research question. For many students, this will be
reflected in the concept paper which is submitted prior to enrolling in EDUS 890, Dissertation
Seminar.

C. The Prospectus

The Prospectus is a plan the candidate develops to serve as a guide in completing his or her
dissertation research. It is expected that the plan should be concise, well-articulated, and
represent the candidate's best thinking and inquiry on a researchable topic.

The American Psychological Association (APA) Manual 5th editignthe style of choice for
dissertations completed by students in the Ph.D. in Education program. A student may petition
the Director of Doctoral Studies for an exception to the use of the APA style. Students are
encouraged to become familiar with the APA Manual, the School of Graduate Studies Thesis
and Disseration Manual and the VCU School of Education Dissertation Format
Requirementsas guides for the technical preparation of their dissertation.

It is the candidate's responsibility to develop the prospectus. The candidate, however, is
expected to consult regularly with the dissertation chair and with committee members. When the
candidate keeps the members of the dissertation committee informed of progress in the
development of the prospectus, later problems are usually minimized. Many students will
prepare the prospectus during EDUS 890; but it is important that students continue to work with
their dissertation chair and/or methodologist throughout this process. Involving the instructor of
EDUS 890 and the members of the committee provides simultaneous input on the technical and
content aspects of designing a successful dissertation study and the prospectus document.

D. The Prospectus Format

Since the prospectus is a detailed plan of the candidate's dissertation, it reflects the dissertation
format. The body of the prospectus is composed of three major parts, roughly equivalent to the
first three chapters of the final dissertation, as well as some other features typical of a major
scholarly work. The relative length and depth of each section may vary somewhat, but it is
expected that each section will be included in the prospectus.

The first part, titled Introduction , includes the statement of the problem and its significance, the
rationale for the study, a summary of the literature review and methodology, and a listing of
specific research questions. In essence, the Introduction should provide a brief overview and
understanding of what will be studied, why it is of importance, and how it will be accomplished.

The second part of the prospectus, called the Review of Literature, describes and documents the
theoretical, historical, experiential, and/or experimental background of the proposed study. The



review should be carefully organized to clarify the various conceptual and interdisciplinary roots
from which the proposed study has emerged and illuminate the way in which the study will
expand upon, rather than duplicate, past knowledge. Thus, it includes a thorough review of the
literature and research relevant to the dissertation question, although it may not provide the
exhaustive review of supportive and related areas that will be found in the final dissertation. In
addition, this part usually includes a subsection listing the terms and definitions that are critical
to the study.

The third part, termed Methodology, presents the detailed procedures that will be followed in
conducting the research and, therefore, is written in the future tense. Dependent upon the
specific methodology to be employed in the study, such components as the population,
instrumentation, procedures, research design, data analysis steps, and other information needed
to understand the study should be included and described in detail. In most instances, the
limitations of the study are also delineated in this part of the prospectus.

Although the content of these first three parts has been carefully developed to provide both a
clear overview of and detailed plan for conducting the dissertation study, placement of two
specific components may vary. Depending upon the area of inquiry and the nature of the study,
the definition of terms may be placed in the first or second part and the limitations and/or
delimitations of the study may be located in the first or third part of the prospectus. In such
situations, clear guidance should be sought from the doctoral Committee.

In addition to the three basic parts of the written prospectus, a Title Pageand Table of Contents
should precede the Introduction . A bibliography, which lists all sources cited, but no additional
supporting references, follows the Methodology part of the prospectus. Appendices should also
be used as appropriate, to include any documents, such as letters, permissions, data gathering
instruments, or other exhibits that will be used in conducting the dissertation research.

(See Sample Prospectus Contents for an outline of this information).

E. The Prospectus Review

When, in the opinion of the dissertation chair, the prospectus is ready for critical review, a
meeting of the dissertation committee is scheduled. Students contact the Office of Doctoral
Studies (soedocstudy@vcu.edu) to schedule their prospectus hearing, at least 14 days priorto
the requested date. Every effort will be made to meet the request, but because of other
scheduling considerations another date and time may need to be arranged.

Once the prospectus hearing is scheduled, the Office of Doctoral Studies schedules the
prospectus meeting, which is two hours in length, publishes the candidate's name, date, place,
time, title of the prospectus, and name of the chair, and invites members of the University
community.

In addition to scheduling the prospectus hearing day and time with the Office of Doctoral
Studies, it is the candidate's responsibility to:
1. provide a completed copy of the prospectus for each member of the dissertation
committee;



2. to file one copy in the Office of Doctoral Studies, and
3. to submit an original IRB application to the Office of Doctoral Studies

VCU’s Institutional Review Board reviews all proposed research studies that involve human
subjects. Candidates submit their IRB application materials to the Office of Doctoral Studies
prior to the prospectus hearing for review by the Director of Doctoral Studies (who signs the
application as the Department Chair/Dean Designee). This application is held in the Office of
Doctoral Studies until after the Prospectus Hearing, as changes are frequently recommended to
the methodology during that meeting. Once final changes are made, candidates submit the
application and all appropriate copies to the Office of Research (800 East Leigh Street).
Candidates can obtain further instructions about that process and the appropriate forms directly
from the VCU Office of Research website (http://www.research.vcu.edu/forms/irb.htm).

While the dissertation chair is the principal investigator for all dissertation research studies, it is
the students’ responsibility to ensure that IRB approval has been obtained before beginning any
data collection activities and that a copy of the approval letter has been submitted to the Office of
Doctoral Studies. Students using secondary data must contact and receive formal approval from
IRB before the use of any data.

Prospectus Aproval Process

Upon completion of the prospectus review, the candidate is excused from the meeting room and
the committee makes its decision. A minimum of three positive votes is required for approval.
The committee may decide to:

a) approve the prospectus without changes,

b) approve with specified changes,

c) or to disapprove the prospectus altogether.

If the prospectus is approved without changes, the dissertation committee signs the Prospectus
Review Report,and the VCU Advancement to Candidacy Formand forwards it to the Office
of Doctoral Studies. If the prospectus is approved with specified changes, the dissertation
committee signs the Prospectus Review Reporand the VCU Advancement to Candidacy
Form, noting the specific changes to be made, and forwards it to the Office of Doctoral Studies.

If the prospectus is disapproved, the dissertation committee then explicitly identifies in writing
on the Prospectus Review Reporthe additional work to be completed by the candidate prior to
a second review. At the second meeting, the committee must approve the prospectus without
change, approve with specified changes, or disapprove the prospectus.

Regardless of the decision, all members of the committee sign the Prospectus Review Report
signifying the committee's action. It is the responsibility of the dissertation chair to
communicate the decision to the candidate for implementing any changes requested by the
committee. The approved Prospectus Review Reporthen becomes a part of the candidate's
permanent file.



F. The Dissertation Format

Although the dissertation follows the format already utilized for the approved prospectus, minor
revisions must be made as the prospectus parts are developed into dissertation chapters. Two
additional major components and some new specific pages must also be prepared and included in
the final dissertation. The three prospectus parts become the first three chapters of the
dissertation and additional chapters titled "IV. Findings" and "V. Conclusions and
Recommendaions" complete the written record of the candidate's study.

For the dissertation, the Introduction, as presented in the prospectus, requires the addition of a
brief summary of the findings and conclusions. Often the Review of Literature also has to be
expanded to include greater information about areas that support or relate to the dissertation
question under study. The part on Methodology in the prospectus must be revised from future to
past tense. Any changes in the procedures or difficulties which developed in carrying out the
methodology are also reported.

The quantitative and/or qualitative results of the study, where appropriate, are reported in the
Findings chapter. In addition to data describing the actual population used in the research, both
tables and explanatory clarification of the actual data collected in the course of the study are
presented in the first section of the chapter. Narrative analysis of the data and any trends
observed are discussed in a final section of the same chapter.

The Conclusions and Recommendationshapter utilizes the data already reported and relates
those findings to the specific research problem and questions delineated in the Introduction and
each subsequent chapter. Therefore, the chapter must be carefully crafted to reflect the actual
content of the preceding four chapters, as well as to provide logical extensions of that content.

The recommendations, which are highly dependent upon the nature of the dissertation problem,
attempt to put the dissertation research into practical terms. Thus, the recommendations which
emerge, in part, form the basis for further research. (See Sample Dissertation Contents)

G. The Dissertation Defense Review

Upon completion of the dissertation research, the dissertation chair schedules a dissertation
defense by submitting a written request to the Director of Doctoral Studies along with a list of
acceptable dates from the University calendar. This request must be submitted at least 14
calendar days prior to the first acceptable date listed on the request. The Director of Doctoral
Studies schedules the two-hour defense, publishes the candidate's name, date, place, time, title of
dissertation, name of chair, and invites members of the University community. The candidate's
family members are not invited to attend this meeting. The final dates for the oral defense are
the third Friday in April, the fourth Friday in July, and the first Friday in December for May,
August, and December graduation respectively.

It is the candidate's responsibility to provide a completed copy of the dissertation for each
member of the dissertation committee and to file one copy in the Office of Doctoral Studies, at
least 14 calendar days prior to the date of the scheduled defense. The dissertation defense will



not be announced until the dissertation is filed in the Office of Doctoral Studies and reviewed by
the Director of Doctoral Studies.

H. Approval of the Dissertation

Following the oral examination of the candidate by members of the dissertation committee, the
candidate is excused from the meeting room and the committee makes its decision. The
committee may decide to approve the dissertation as written, or request the candidate to make
specific major or minor changes. A minimum of three positive votes is required for approval.
The committee members signify their approval of the dissertation by signing the Dissertation
Approval Certifi cateand the Dissertation Oral Report form.

If major changes (defined as conceptual, factual, or interpretive changes) are needed, a second
dissertation defense is scheduled, at which time the dissertation committee reviews and acts on
the revisions. If the recommended changes are minor ones, (spelling, typographical or syntacti-
cal), the committee may empower the dissertation chair to act on its behalf in supervising the
corrections. In this case, the candidate is expected to make the required changes within a week
(5 working days) and resubmit the corrected copy to the dissertation chair for approval.

|. Binding and Filing of the Dissertation

The Graduate School is moving toward an electronic submission process that will replace the
current process of submitting printed copies of the dissertation that are then bound at the Cabell
Library. At this point, students have the option to submit an electronic version of the dissertation
or to have the more traditional bound copy of the dissertation. Please review the most up-to-date
information on the Graduate School website for the requirements for submitting the final version
of the dissertation (http://www.pubapps.vcu.edu/bulletins/graduate/?uid=10045&i1id=30077) and
for instruction regarding the electronic submission of the dissertation
(www.graduate.vcu.edu/community/thesis.html). Regardless of the method, the submission
of the final dissertation with all edits occurs within D days of the final defense of the
dissertation.

Presently, Cabell Library prints four copiesof a doctoral graduate’s dissertation. Two copies
remain in the library, one copy remains in the Office of Doctoral Studies, and one copy is the
student’s copy. Cabell Library staff have information for doctoral students who wish to have
additional copies made for their dissertation committee members.

8. Submits application to the Exempt Research Committee or the Institutional Review
Board. In addition, seeks IRB approval before making any changes to the research
protocol.

9. Receives formal committee approval of the prospectus and IRB approval before
beginning data collection. Submits copy of IRB approval to Office of Doctoral Studies.

10. Understands that when the prospectus is approved by the dissertation committee at
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a) developing a scholarly, researchable question.

b) preparing the written outline or summary of the problem statement, research
question, and methodology.

c) selecting and utilizing instrumentation and statistical analyses congruent with
the methodology and research design.

2. Establishes times when he or she will be available to guide the candidate with
prospectus and dissertation drafts.

3. Establishes, with the candidate, attainable research goals and a reasonable time frame
for completing the steps in the dissertation process.

4. Clarifies for the candidate and committee members the role of the candidate, chair,
vice-chair (where appropriate), and committee; and suggests ways in which each can
contribute most effectively to the dissertation development process.

5. Advises the candidate when materials are at an appropriate level of completeness to
share with committee members, as well as when to communicate progress or problems.
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during the dissertation defense.



C. Vice-Chair
Because of the need for special expertise from a given committee member, it may be appropriate

to appoint a person on the committee to serve as vice-chair. It is anticipated that this person
would, comparatively speaking, provide more consultation than any other committee member

except the chair.
Responsibilities of the ViceChair
1. Confers with the dissertation chair on his or her role on the committee.

2. Provides needed in-depth review of the areas of the dissertation that are his or her area
of expertise.

3. QGuides the candidate in areas of the dissertation research in which he or she has
expertise.

4. Participates in the prospectus review and dissertation defense.
D. Dissertation Committee Members
The expertise of each committee member is essential to the development of the candidate's
dissertation research, and as such, will be reflected in the quality of the final product. The

contributions and support of each committee member helps assure that the candidate will
complete a quality dissertation.

Responsibilities of Committee Members
1. Assist the candidate by:
a) critiquing all written materials submitted by the candidate.

b) conferring in the selection of instrumentation and statistical analyses
congruent with the research design.

c¢) providing content, methodological, and/or statistical expertise related to the
research problem under study.

2. Presents concerns and suggestions to the dissertation chair and candidate during the
prospectus development process.

3. Recommends additional committee meetings to the dissertation chair when needed.

4. Participates in the prospectus review and dissertation defense.



CONCEPT PAPER

In the Ph.D. in Education 48 credit program, enrollment in EDUS 890 is an optional
component of some tracks. A decision about whether this is a required or recommended
component of your program should be made in consultation with your dissertation chair.
Students who will not be taking EDUS 890 will submit: a) change of program form
signed by the student and his dissertation chair, b) one page abstract for dissertation
study; and c) the list of dissertation committee memberso the Office of Doctoral
Studies.

Students who wish to enroll in EDUS 890 must submit a concept paper by the
appropriate deadline in the semester prior to enrolling in the course. The purpose of a
concept paper is two-fold. First, it should provide an indication to the reader that the
doctoral candidate has a sufficiently developed idea for a dissertation topic that is based
on the literature base. Second, it should provide an indication that the candidate’s ability
to write about research literature and a research idea.

Instructors of EDUS 890 review submitted concept papers each semester to determine a
student’s “readiness” for EDUS 890. Students can be proactive in the preparation of the
concept paper to have a greater likelihood that they will be ready for the requirements of
the class. Therefore it is recommended that the following steps be followed:

a) Meet with your advisor to determine whether enrolling in EDUS 890 is
appropriate for you, your readiness for EDUS 890 and the writing of the concept
paper. A concept paper is required only if you are enrolling in EDUS 890. You need
to submit a one page abstract that provides information about your dissertation study
plan if you are planning to enroll directly into EDUS 899.

b) Meet with your dissertation chair (or advisor if you have not yet chosen a
dissertation chair) to receive some direction for the concept paper. It’s recommended
that they also read a draft of the concept paper prior to your submission.

c) Attend the concept paper orientation to learn the timelines and submission
guidelines.
d) Submit the concept paper on time.

e) You will be notified by the Office of Doctoral Studies regarding their decision.
This notification will include information about: the section of EDUS 890 in which
you will be enrolled (instructor, day, time and meeting location) or feedback about
why your paper was not acceptable for admission. For those students who are opting
out of taking EDUS 890, you will receive notification of approval of your committee
as well as next steps for the dissertation process.

f) If you have been told that you would not be accepted into EDUS 890, your first
step should be to discuss this with the Director of Doctoral Studies as well as your
dissertation chair/advisor. Many students enroll in an independent study section to
review the literature and better prepare for resubmitting the concept paper.



Content o Concept Paper

1) What is the proposed topic for your dissertation? Word this as a research question or
series of questions. Be sure that the topic is clear and is connected to the research
literature. Try to complete this sentence. "The purpose of this study is....."

2) What do you want to find out about the topic? Be sure that in answering this, you also
address the research literature that you have already read. What questions are
unanswered in the research literature and which, in particular, do you want to study?

3) What have you read that has had an impact on your thinking about the topic? What
have you read that would qualify as empirically-based research and/or theoretical
literature in the field?

4) How would your work in this area make a contribution? Why is it important to gain a
better understanding of this topic? How could it impact the field as well as your own
practice?

The length of the paper should be 3-5 double spaced pages to which students should
attach an annotated bibliography of 5-7 primary source journal articles or books. Also
include a more lengthy resource list that provides an indication of the depth of the
available literature. You should not submit a paper that is more than 8-9 pages in length.

The Director of Doctoral Studies will conduct an orientation session about the concept
paper twice a year, in April and again in October. The schedule for these meetings and
for submission of the concept paper can be found on the DEADLINES PAGE of the
doctoral program website.
